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Notes for Parents
In this Skills Book, children are continuing to develop their knowledge of the English language,
including their vocabulary and literacy skills. The activities are carefully designed to encourage
children to develop a positive attitude to English and to skills development. Tasks are set up in class
under the guidance and support of the teacher.

Your Role
Your role as a parent is very important. You can support your child by going through the activities in
this book with them and by giving them lots of praise and encouragement. We have included special
homework pages at the end of each unit. Please ask your child about these activities and make sure
they have a time and a place to do their homework. 

Writing Development
In this Skills Book, children will start practising cursive writing. This will help them to develop
greater fluency and speed when writing words and sentences. In Grade 3, children start to write
paragraphs. Your child will do shared writing sessions in which the teacher demonstrates a
range of skills and knowledge about writing such as handwriting, spelling, punctuation, editing and
layout. Your child will also learn to personalize their writing from modelled texts. Your child will
continue to learn to spell words which will reinforce common spelling patterns and help them to read
and write the most frequently used words in English. 

Reading Development
In Grade 3, specific times are allocated in the lessons as 'Reading Time' when the whole class is
engaged in reading. Children will be able to choose a book from a variety of carefully chosen titles.
Reading Time supports the development of independent reading skills. Children will learn about book
selection and the different purposes of reading while enjoying the humour, excitement and imagery
of books they read.

Grammar
As children get older, they become more analytical and they are more able to understand abstract rules
and grammatical structures. In Grade 3, children are helped to 'notice' features of language through a
regular feature in the Skills Book called 'Explore'. In these activities, children investigate examples of
English and answer questions to lead them to discover language patterns and grammatical rules for
themselves. By doing this, they become active participants in the learning process. 

Self-Assessment
In Grade 3, children learn to review their work and assess themselves by responding to a series of
statements which are linked to the learning objectives. This is done in the Class Book.
